This document shall be approved at a regularly scheduled Canton meeting,

This document may be amended or replaced by a majority vote at a
regularly scheduled Canton meeting.

Any of the policies delineated below are superceded by: Kingdom
Exchequer Policy, Kingdom Financial Policy, Kingdom Law, Society
Exchequer Policy, Corpora, State, and Federal Law.

EXCHEQUER RESPONSIBILITIES

A

The Canton Exchequer shall maintain a checking account with the
appropriate signature cards, file all reports that are required by Kingdom
and/or Society law and policy, and serve as Chair of the Canton's
Financial Committee.

The Exchequer will provide a report to the Canton at business meetings,
and provide access to the Canton’s financial reports and books to any
member of the Canton who requests it.

The Exchequer will disburse funds for approved expenditures in a timely
Mmanner.

FINANCIAL COMMITTEE

A

The Canton shall have a Financial Committee consisting of the Exchequer,

Seneschal, and one other Canton officer. All must be paid members of the
SCA.

The Financial Committee shall review all proposed Canton expenditures.
The Committee shall meet as a group in person, except in emergency
situations where they may meet by telephone. A majority vote is required
to approve any expenditure.

The Committee may authorize non-event-related expenditures of up to
$50. Expenditures of greater than $50 and budgets for events must be
approved by a simple majority vote at a regularly scheduled Canton
meeting. The only exception will be in case of an emergency site change
for an event. If it occurs within one week of the scheduled event, the



Financial Committee is authorized to make the necessary expenditures
without seeking the Canton’s approval first. If there is more than one
week of time available before the event, the Canton will schedule an
emergency meeting to approve the expenditures.

The Committee shall report all of its activities to the populace at the next
scheduled Canton meeting.

The Canton has the authority to approve or reject any financial matters
that have been approved by and brought before it by the Committee by a
majority of those present and eligible to vote.

Only paid members of the SCA will be allowed to vote on financial
matters. For purposes of determining eligibility, the Canton Seneschal
shall maintain a roster of paid members, which should include both
modern and SCA names, membership numbers and expiration dates.
Persons not on the roster may vote if they can show proof of current SCA
membership (membership card, Acorn label, credit card receipt, postcard
from Milpitas).

EVENT REGISTRATION

A

No event registration for a Canton-sponsored event may be submitted to
the Kingdom Chronicler without the prior approval of the populace at a
meeting.

EVENT RESPONSIBILITIES

A

The Autocrat (Event Steward) for an event shall present an itemized
budget to the Financial Committee at least 4 months prior to the date of
the event. The Committee may choose to waive this requirement under
extenuating circumstances. The Canton must be informed of the
Committee’s actions at the following meeting and given the opportunity to
accept or reject the Committee’s decisions.

The Reservationist (Head Troll) shall make photocopies of all checks

received. The Exchequer will shred these photocopies 90 days after the
end of the event.

All pre-registration monies received should be deposited in a timely
manner, typically within a week of receipt.

No funds may be removed from the check-in cash box except as change
for funds received.
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
